He was diagnosed with Hodgkin’s 
Lymphoma in April 2009, and after months of being in remission, he recently learned 
that his cancer has returned. His personal battle with cancer helps him serve as 
national ambassador for Stand Up 2 Cancer and Lance Armstrong’s LIVESTRONG 
Foundation. As a motivational speaker, Ethan addresses high school, college, 
corporate and professional sports audiences.   

JUSTIN WILLMAN
Justin Willman, the recognition session entertainer at this year’s convention, has 
quickly become one of the busiest TV personalities and comedic magicians in 
America. He hosts hit Food Network shows such as “Cupcake Wars” and “Last Cake
